Define It
Quotation marks are used to enclose titles of short or minor works. Here are some examples of works that use quotation marks: 
•Poems

•Short stories

•Songs

•An individual episode in a TV series (like "The Soup Nazi" on Seinfeld)

•A cartoon episode, like "Trouble With Dogs"

•A chapter in a book

•An article from a newspaper, magazine, or journal

Underlining or italics are used for the titles of long pieces or works that contain smaller sections. Italics are used when items are printed, since you cannot write in italics. Here are some examples of works that are underlined or italicized:  

•A novel

•A ship

•A play

•A film

•A painting

•A sculpture or statue

•A CD

•A TV Series

•An encyclopedia

•A magazine

•A newspaper

Key rule to remember: Big things and things that can stand on their own, like books, are italicized. Little things that are dependent or that come as part of a group, like chapters, are put into quotation marks.
